Race 1 Oxford Results, 9th October 2010
What a turnout from Silson!  The records tumbled as we put out a team of 42 runners for the first Chiltern League event of the season.  To put this into perspective, last year at Oxford for the first race we had 30 runners and our previous best was 34.  

With the weather mild but overcast, the course was not as muddy as expected so conditions proved to be quite pleasant.  After negotiating the ditch and a few farmers’ tracks, the course entered woodland and, for the seniors, the main feature is the long, steep hill along a forest path.  After a bit of respite along the top of the hill the descent was also tricky with plenty of tree roots and steps to watch out for.  The finish at Oxford is fast though with a flat final 400m around the edge of the sports field and plenty of time to prepare for a sprint finish.  

We had nine debutants who all put in fantastic effort on their first cross country outings for the club so well done to Neave Wray, Annabel O’Reilly, Eleanor Rees,

Jonathan Gale, Richard Wray, Richard Davies, John Adams, Sarah Clarke and Laura Churchward.  Hopefully the experience of one of the toughest courses that we race won’t put you all off!  

Andy Pacey and Heather Cooke put in their usual strong performances to lead home the men’s and ladies teams.  Sue Clayton Drabble returned with an impressive run to be 3rd Silson lady home and on the men’s side Matt Wootton and Tom Phelps both ran well to sandwich Kevin Reboul and start a rivalry that could run all season.  In the Juniors Layne Wray continued her good form of last season to score some really valuable points for the team.  
And so to the league table and another Silson record (unless any older and wiser members know otherwise) – we scored 1527 points on the day, more than ever before.  Well done to the Junior team for contributing 61 of those points.  

As last year we find ourselves in 12th place of 14 teams after the first race but this is fairly typical.  We are only 71 points behind 10th place and with strong performances and good turnouts at later races, that’s a gap we can close.
