SILSON JOGGERS SECURE THEIR HIGHEST EVER FINISH IN THE CHILTERN LEAGUE

The last cross country race of the 2008 / 2009 season was hosted by Luton AC at Stockwood Park on Saturday 14th February.  Silson Joggers were out in force although missing two of their leading male runners confident of maintaining their place in the first division.  The course was still suffering from the effects of the snow with parts being icy whilst others were very wet and muddy.

First to race were the under 13 girls where Madeleine Smee and Ella Mills both scored valuable points for the club.  The under 13 boys were led home by Henry Barnes, followed by Andrew Benyon, Jack Smee and Luke McQuarrie.  Ashley Phillips was the only finisher for the club in the under 15 boys race.  

The senior men were led home by club captain Simon Woodward in 39th place, closely followed by Chris Woods (43rd), Kevin Reboul (48th) and Jeff Haynes (50th).  Also scoring good points for Silson Joggers were Jim Darcy (62nd), Graham Linnell (71st), Dan Taylor (91st), Rob Gillies (93rd), Tony Keech (97th) and Andy Taylor (100th).  This is the first time that the club have had their ten scoring male runners in the first 100 finishers.  Also running well were Andy Hoare (101st), Dave Lantsbery (114th), Brian Keers (117th), Warren Marsh (118th), Paul King (126th), Tim Hullet (137th) and Allan Lock (140th).

The ladies also scored well just missing out on a vets ladies medal finishing fourth overall for the season.  Linda Lytollis (26th) and Heather Cooke (28th) continued with their season long battle and were well supported by Claire Todd (39th), Casey Hill (46th), Mel Bignell (50th), Madeleine Moutrie (51st), Natasha King (56th), Sheona Smee (58th) and Emma Sambrook (62nd).

In their second season in division 1 following their promotion after the 2007/2008 season, Silson Joggers achieved their highest ever place in the league at 10th and the greatest number of points scored at 5,762.

The club will look to build on this during the summer with a number of local road races.
